Tﬁis raises to $31,337,971.28 the total amount of federal funds certified

to 10 Presidential candidates eligible to receive federal primary matching funds.

Eligibility for matching funds ends once a candidate cease; active
campaigning. For some candidates, eligibility ends on the last day of the
last major party convention. For others, it is when they announce they
will no longer seek the nomination of their partf: For still others, it is

30 days after the second primary in which they fail to receive at least 10%

of the vote.

After becoming ineligible, candidates may continue to receive matching
funds to retire debts incurred prior to that time. Commission action on
requests for funds depends on the amount of debts owed by a campaign and
the amount of funds it has on hand or expects to raise privately to retire

those debts.

Any funds raised by a campaign through December 31, 1980, must be submitted
to the FEC by January 21, 1981, in order to be considered for matching.

In addition, $8,832,000 ($,416,000 each) was certified for the Democratic '
and Republican Presidential Nominating Conventions. The general election campalgns . .
have received $63,122,304 -- Carter and Reagan each feceived $29,440,000; 7 .0
