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RECORD NUMBERS VOTED IN 1984
PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION,
ACCORDING TO FEC COMPILATION

WASHINGTON--Americans voted in record numbers in the 1984 Presidential
election, according to a state-by-state tabulation of votes compiled by
the Federal Election Commission.

The report, which is based on official counts provided to the FEC
by voting authorities of each of the 50 States and the District of
Columbia, shows 92,651,042 votes were cast for President out of the
1984 estimated voting age population of 173,936,000. The votes went
to 17 Presidential candidates plus write-ins.

President Ronald Reagan received 54,451,521 votes, 58.777Z of the
total, while Walter Mondale received 37,565,334 votes, 40.54% of the total,
the FEC report shows.

In 1980, there were 86,495,678 votes cast for 21 Presidential
candidates appearing on various state ballots, plus write-ims.

Because of the variety of state laws governing voter registration,

there is no official record of total registered voters in the United

States. Estimated voting age population figures, upon which the FEC

bases its statistics, are provided each year by the Bureau of the Census.
Also, because the FEC figures are obtained from official state
election sources, the counts are based on individual state definitions

of a valid vote cast and counted for a candidate.
