July quarterly disclosure reports cover financial activity
through June 30, 1996, and are due by close of business Monday,
July 15, if sent by reqular mail or hand-delivered. If sent
certified or registered mail, disclosure reports must be
postmarked no later than midnight of the due date. Senate
campaigns file their reports with the Secretary of the Senate, who
in turn forwards the reports to the FPFEC. House, PAC, and party
committees file their reports directly with the FEC.
